Directions: Take I-5 towards Lodi and exit at Hwy 12 West towards Rio Vista. When you cross over the Rio Vista Bridge (the
big drawbridge) take the first off ramp, keep to the right and go under the bridge and head south (along the river on Front Street).
You will come to a 4-way stop sign (Main St.). Keep going south two more blocks to California Street, turn right and go one block.
The Hall is on the right, at the corner of California and Second Street. Hunter Hall is the L shaped building. Parking is on the street.
Allow about 1 1/4 hr. from the Sacramento area.

Scenic Route: Take I-5 towards Lodi and exit at Twin Cities Road (west). Drive past the TV towers, and turn left (south) onto Hwy 160
(River Road). Continue on Hwy 160 to Hwy 12 and turn right onto the Rio Vista Bridge, then follow directions above.
